Children in our care are allowed to be releaseg tinparents or other authorized escort.
We must have a written request in order to relgase child to someone other than you.

Once you have signed out and left the ECE Depauttsecure area with your child for
another area of the JCC the ECE Staff is no lorggponsible.

Your children will have licensed adult supervisioom the time they enter center care
and you have made contact with a staff person.

Emergency Procedures

child needs medical assistance that is not lifeatening, we will make the child
comfortable and contact you immediately. If youilctls bitten or bites, the bite will be
treated and you will be contacted immediately am¢haident report completed. If your
child receives a trauma to the head, that is rferthireatening, ice and comfort will be
applied and you will be contacted by phone anchaident report will be completed. If
your child receives a minor injury we will treatttvisoap, water, ice and tender loving
care, fill out an incident report and have it revéel by you, the parent.

If there is an unusual or unexpected event a writtemo will be sent home that day
explaining the event/incident, its effects, theawt taken and who to contact for more




information. In an event like this the emergenbyipe tree may be put into effect with
room parents being notified to start the chaintadne calls.

Our staff is trained to handle fire and shelteplace emergency procedures.

In the event of a fire, we will evacuate the cheldito the parking lot or back of
playground and ensure that they are at least G0rfwa the building. Monthly
fire/tornado drills are practiced. The entire JE&ff participates in evacuation
procedures.

Emergency procedures are posted in the office, elasksroom and any common area
used by the children.

llinesses and Medications
We request that your child remain at home if helsdeea red or sore throat, severe runny
nose, or an unusual rash or fever that has occurrnd past 24 hours. Please contact us
if your child contracts a communicable childhoddeks, so that we may notify our
families and regulatory agency. Please contacEE Office if you are keeping your
child home for any reason so that we may tracktadth issues in our Center.
Health Alerts will be posted and sent home for camimable or highly contagious
infections.
An ECE staff person with currently valid trainingthe management of communicable
diseases will observe each child daily upon aratalenter.
Any child with the following symptoms will be immedely isolated and the parent
called:

*Temperature of at least 100 degrees in combinatiibh any other symptom

*3 or more abnormally loose stools within a 24 hperiod.

*Child has a severe cough that causes red or blteedolor or makes a whooping

sound.

*Difficult or rapid breathing.

*Yellowish skin or eye.

* Redness of eye, discharge, matted lashes, byramgng.

*Untreated infected skin patches, unusual spotasit

*Unusually dark urine or gray/white stool

*Stiff neck with elevated temperature

*Evidence of lice, scabies or other parasite.

*Sore throat or difficulty swallowing.

*Vomiting more than one time or when accompanieather symptom
Note: Isolated child will be within sight and heayiof adult at all times and cared for in
another room or portion of classroom away fromdtieer children.
Note: Medications are kept in a locked cupboaut,of the reach of children, in the ECE
Office. As mandated by the Health district, anggaription that is to be administered by
a staff member (ECE Administrative Staff) must dledled with the appropriate child’s
name and in the original container — medicatioruest|to be filled out by parent., signed
by staff..
Non prescription medication may not be administéoedonger than 3 days, in the
original container with age appropriate dosagerbtedentified on the package.
Medication request must be filled out by parent sigded by staff.
Emergency medications, continuous/long term meidicat modified diets, inhalation
treatments and intervention therapies etc... musichempanied by a written care plan
and training given to the ECE staff by parent aeqarofessional.
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School age children are permitted to keep inhatdtieatments in their back packs in
original containers if a written care plan has biled with SACC Coordinator and the
ECE Office.

Meals and Snacks

by the ECE Administrative Staff and the Shaw JCE€tibian in accordance with the
nutritional regulations governing the state of OhRlease help us maintain a Kosher
facility by only bringing food that is designated$her. Special dietary needs require a
written care plan and must be worked out with tREEEDffice in accordance with Rule
39 regarding nutritional information.

Communicable Disease and Child Abuse and 1 ClaSBLCdriver. Emergency
information is kept on the vans, as well as an tgutléirst aid kit, attendance sheets, cell
phone, vehicle inspection reports and safety/exit@dures and signed authorizations to
transport.

Regarding participation in other facility prograarsd use of restroom facilities: Written
permission is required from parents/guardians fadeen to leave the SACC Program
(Kinderstars) to participate in other JCC actiat(ée. after school programs at Essex or
Fairlawn and or JCC Programs — swimming, gymnassascer etc...). School age
children will be allowed to go to and from restrogewilities in groups of no more than 4
children. No child will be left alone in any clasem or program.
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Parents are asked to notify the ECE School AgerBrogvhen a child will not be
participating in their designated SACC Program (l€rstars/Kinderspace/Kidspace).

As children enter the Center vehicle attendanckebgitaken. If the SACC Program has
not been notified of a child’s absence and thedéttilildren do not present themselves for
transportation the parents will be contacted tdiconthe child’s whereabouts.

Swimming and Water Safety

Written permission will be obtained for children evare eligible for the Shaw JCC Swim
Program. Persons who are certified as ARC Lifedgiar Water Safety Instructors will
supervise swimming activities. In addition, then@e will provide enough Center Staff
members to meet the child/staff ratios designatelicbnsure laws as well as first aid
and CPR. Attendance is taken at each transitmmn frlassroom to locker room — to pool
deck - locker room — to classroom.

Outdoor Play
The JCC is very fortunate to have a beautiful playgd adjacent to the classrooms. All

children have a period of time outside each dawther permitting. This is the
opportunity for the children to improve their grasstor skills in addition to getting fresh
air and sunshine! In the event that the tempegdalls below 20 degrees, including
wind chill, the children will play inside the JC@mnasium. In addition to the daily
outside time, the children have a scheduled gyssabace a week with the JCC H & PE
staff.

Transitioning a child into the next developmental/ae group.

Because our program operates on the September -Cillandar, there is only one
classroom that may have transitions throughouy#ae. Once an infant-toddler reaches
12/13 months of age and is considered mobile, spacsaitting we will begin to work

out a transition plan to place them in the Traosdl Toddler class. The transition
process includes “visiting” the new classroom fahart period of time, gradually
increasing until the child is comfortable in theew environment. Parents will be
notified in writing when this is to begin.

Toys from Home

Please do not bring toys from home. Children avéed to bring theme related objects
share and tell every week.

Mandated Reporting of Child Abuse

The Administrator and each employee of the ECE Dt are required under section
2151.421 of the Ohio Revised Code to report thespiions of child abuse or neglect to
the local children’s services agency. Our staff lereived appropriate training in the
prevention and recognition of abuse and neglect.

LICENSURE

The Shaw Jewish Community Center Early Childhoodddenent is licensed by the
State of Ohio, Department of Jobs and Family Sesv{©ODJFS).
