There are enough learning
centers to keep all of the children happily occdpidhe teachers are able to spend
quality time with children one on one and in sngatlups. Our teachers are trained to
guide children by teaching them to communicater theeds, through redirection, by
offering logical consequences and praising forltbleaviors that are acceptable. All
employees of the Shaw Jewish Community Centeraaliflere to Rule 22 as mandated by
the State of Ohio.

Supervision of Children — Arrival and Departure

Children in our care are allowed to be releaseg tinparents or other authorized escort.
We must have a written request in order to relgase child to someone other than you.
The escort must show proper identification.

You may designate someone 16 years or older toygpckour child. Please inform the
ECE office in writing of the name and phone numiifeihe responsible party. Parents
are provided with ECE Home to School Communicatiotes, office phone numbers,
take home folders and a Communication Corner omti@e manager’'s desk in order
provide easy communication tools.

Once you have signed out and left the ECE Depauttsecure area with your child for
another area of the JCC the ECE Staff is no lorggponsible.

Your children will have licensed adult supervisioom the time they enter center care
and you have made contact with a staff person.

Safety of Children

All efforts will be taken to maintain a secure aade environment for your child. If
there is a life threatening emergency, we will e@h©®11 first and then the parent. For
the safety of your child, we encourage you to nsake that all emergency contact
information for you and other authorized escortsgdated every 3 months and that you
forward any change in your daily routine, in wrgjrwhen you sign your child into class.

Missing child
Shaw JCC of Akron staff will implement the follovgprocedure when a child is
missing.
1. When on the Shaw JCC of Akron campus — attendanckecked and students/campers are
counted upon entrance to the program, at evergitian and at group departure times.
2. When not on campus — attendance/count is take@ to 15 minute intervals and or with
every transition.
3. When a child is missing from group count:
a. All activity is halted, children are called to gmtime and back up support is
contacted, lead sweeps bathrooms and hallways.
b. If child is not located in 3 — 5 minutes, desigudeader authorizes a lock down.
Control point staff halt flow of traffic and desigted staff sweep grounds.
c. When off site, contact is made immediately with agement
d. If child is not recovered in 5 minutes from thegimal alarm 911 is called and
parents are notified.
e. Support staff keep children involved in normal ityi
4. All staff will be trained in: use of attendance st& emergency codes and procedures and
basic first aid.
5. All staff will be provided at all times with atteadce sheets, support staff and means of
communication.

Do not hesitate tupstn unfamiliar faces in the hall way
and direct them to the ECE/Main Office.

Emergency Procedures

contact 911, then notify you, the center will mainsport children in emergency
situations. ( A signed waiver is available for pasawho refuse to sign emergency
transport consent), an incident report will bedilgith the ODJFS.

If your child needs medical assistance that idifeethreatening, we will make the child
comfortable and contact you immediately.

If your child is bitten or bites, the bite will heeated and you will be contacted
immediately and an incident report completed.

If your child receives a trauma to the head, thabn life-threatening, ice and comfort
will be applied and you will be contacted by phame an incident report will be
completed.

If your child receives a minor injury we will treafith soap, water, ice and tender loving
care, fill out an incident report and have it revéel by you, the parent.

If there is an unusual or unexpected event a writtemo will be sent home that day
explaining the event/incident, its effects, theawt taken and who to contact for more
information. In an event like this the emergenbyipe tree may be put into effect with
room parents being notified to start the chaintadne calls.

Our staff is trained to handle fire and sheltepiace emergency procedures.

In the event of a fire, we will evacuate the cheldito the parking lot or back of
playground and ensure that they are at least 30rfew the building. Monthly
fire/tornado drills are practiced. The entire SREOC of Akron staff participates in
evacuation procedures.

Emergency procedures are posted in the office, elassroom and any common area
used by the children.

We request that your child remain at home if helsdea red or sore throat, severe runny
nose, or an unusual rash or fever that has occurrbe past 24 hours. Please contact us
if your child contracts a communicable childhoddeks, so that we may notify our
families and regulatory agency. Please contacE®E Office if you are keeping your
child home for any reason so that we may tracktadth issues in our Center.
Health Alerts will be posted and sent home for camitable or highly contagious
infections.
An ECE staff person with currently valid trainingthe management of communicable
diseases will observe each child daily upon aratalenter.
Any child with the following symptoms will be immgdely isolated and the parent
called:

*3 or more abnormally loose stools within a 24 hperiod.

*Child has a severe cough that causes red or bhlteedolor or makes a whooping

sound.

*Difficult or rapid breathing.
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*Yellowish skin or eye.

* Redness of eye, discharge, matted lashes, byriamgng.

*Untreated infected skin patches, unusual spotagin

*Unusually dark urine or gray/white stool

*Stiff neck with elevated temperature

*Evidence of lice, scabies or other parasite.

Non prescription medication may not be administéoedonger than 3 days and must be stored
in the original container with age appropriate dgselearly identified on the package.
Medication request must be filled out by parent sigded by staff.
Emergency medications, continuous/long term meidieat modified diets, inhalation treatments
and intervention therapies etc... must be accompdnjiedwritten care plan and training given to
the ECE staff by parent or care professional.

All vehicles are loaded and/or met by ECE/SACCfstattendance is taken at each
transition.

Regarding participation in other facility prograarsd use of restroom facilities: Written
permission is required from parents/guardians fadeen to leave the SACC Program
(Kinderstars) to participate in other Shaw JCC kfoh activities (i.e. after school
programs at Essex or Fairlawn and or Shaw JCCr&ms— swimming, gymnastics,
soccer etc...). School age children will be allow@do to and from restroom facilities
in groups of no more than 4 children. No childlwg left alone in any classroom or
program.

Parents are asked to notify the ECE office an&onhool Age Program when a child will
not be participating in their designated SACC Paagr
(Kinderstars/Kinderspace/Kidspace). As childraeteethe Center vehicle attendance
will be taken. If the SACC Program has not beetified of a child’s absence and the
child/children do not present themselves for transpion the parents will be contacted
to confirm the child’s whereabouts.

Swimming and Water Safety

Written permission will be obtained for children evare eligible for the Shaw JCC Swim
Program. Persons who are certified as ARC Lifedgiar Water Safety Instructors will
supervise swimming activities. In addition, then@e will provide enough Center Staff
members to meet the child/staff ratios designatelicbnsure laws as well as first aid
and CPR.

Outdoor Play
