Arbor Day in Israel is called Chamishah Odor B’Shevat (which
means the fifteenth day of the month of Shevat). Itis an important
holiday in Israel. Children do not have school and synagogues are
closed. Families share picnics and join the community in planting

new trees and forests.

In our classrooms we will explore and taste the fruits and vegetables
that are grown in Israel. We will also share a Seder (order of service)
that teaches us the importance of each variety of fruit and the kind of
trees that grow them. It is also a great time to watch for the return of
birds. Shabbat Shirah is a celebration of the important role birds play
in the web of life. Unfortunately, here in Akron this comes at a time
when the ground is frozen and snow covered and the branches do
not have buds. But it gives us a perfect opportunity to explore the
needs of the returning birds, and the ones that are year round to see
how we as a classroom can meet those needs. Now is the perfect
time to build a terrarium or start your favorite seeds indoors and give

your Ohio gardens a head start.
