2010 has arrived with a winter blast and the children and staff
are warming —up to the experience.

Here are just a few tips to help make the cold and
sometimes, dreary, days of winter slide by:

All children should come to school in easy to wear
apparel that can be layered: sweat pants, long sleeve shirts,
sweaters, sweatshirts etc...

OQuterwear is even more important: coats, hats,
mittens, old boots & snow pants that could be kept in the
cubbies. Scarves can be dangerous so we tend to leave
them in the backpacks. If the wind chill is above 20 degrees
we can and will go outside for exercise and fresh air.

Please label all items. We calculate that during the
course of any given winter day the children bring in 200 hats,
200 pairs of gloves, 75-100 pairs of boots and countless
accessories. Many of these items are pink, purple or blue.
Labeling is extremely helpful for the staff.

Weather related emergencies are handled with the
following procedure: If it becomes necessary to close the
program early in the morning, administration will contact
ialert, News Channel 5, and Fox 8 networks. We are posted
under Shaw JCC of Akron or JCC-Akron. We also report to
WAKR & WONE and Akron News Now. An email message
will be posted and ECE voice mail will give the appropriate
directions. The main desk and fitness desk will be notified.

If an early closure is recommended during the
business day we will follow the same procedure and also
start contacting parents by phone. Administrative Staff will
remain in the building until the last child is safely picked-up.
These scenarios are very rare.
